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3rd FLOOR REVITALIZATION PROJECT

With assistance from the Milton Fine Arts Society we have submitted an application for a $25,000 grant under 
the federal government New Horizons for Seniors Program to assist with revitalization of the third floor to better 
display the artifacts we have there.  These artifacts were donated by Milton veterans or their families and 
deserve to be displayed in a professional manner.  The project includes replacing the ceiling, upgrading the 
lighting and repainting the walls.  Artifacts will be evaluated by a professional militaria appraiser who will advise 
on cleaning and preserving them.  The artifacts will be catalogued, photographed and stored in boxes while the 
renovations are completed.  Once the renovations are completed, the artifacts will be displayed.  The intent is to 

acquire proper display cases rather than having the artifacts lying flat on tables.   No artifacts will be sold or 
otherwise disposed of.   
 
We hope to complete the bulk of the work in time to hold an open house to commemorate the 100th anniversary 
of the attack by the Canadian Corps on Vimy Ridge on 09 April 1917. 
 
This project will require considerable volunteer effort from the Legion membership and interested community 
members.  Please advise me by leaving your contact information with the Duty Steward if you are interested in 
serving on the committee.
